Appendix A: Conference Skill Tracks

1)
Corporate Leader/Representative
Corporate conference attendees will discuss emerging trends in the corporate diversity arena, with an emphasis on supplier diversity, marketing and diversity issues in general.  

2) Business Owner and Entrepreneur

Business owners and entrepreneurs will discuss emerging trends from the small to medium sized business point of view, including increased opportunities for corporate procurement and increasing business to business opportunities within the LGBT and allied business community.  Issues regarding employment, retirement and financial security and technological development for small businesses will also be addressed. 

3) LGBT Chamber or Business Organization

Chamber representatives will discuss issues facing the LGBT business community across the United States and ways each organization is dealing with those issues, including best practices for LGBT chambers of commerce.  Sessions will be useful for both newly established chambers and those that have been around for thirty years – and all those in between.  Additional topics will include growing chamber membership, board and leadership development and advocacy.
